The primary counties include Boone, Bu-
reau, Carroll, Cook, DeKalb, DuPage, Grundy, Henry, Jo Daviess, Kane, Kankakee, Kendall, Knox, Lake, LaSalle
Lee, Marshall, McHenry, Mercer, Ogle, Putnam, Rock Island, Stephenson, Whiteside, Will and Winnebago.

Applicants must submit a copy of their high school transcripts, which must include grade-point average.
They also must submit:
e A letter of recommendation from a hrgh school counselor, newspaper adviser or profess1ona1
supervisor. Additional letters of recommendation are welcome.
* A portfolio of published newspaper work. Examples include articles, display or classified
advertisements, photographs or photo pages, page layouts or full copies of a newspaper
showing the student’s contribution to the overall product.
¢ An autobiographical essay that includes a description of career goals.
